A Regulations — Make sure you understand the rules

—_

Be on time for all your exams. If you are late, your work might not be accepted.

Do not become involved in any unfair or dishonest practice during the exam.

If you try to cheat or break the rules in any way, you could be disqualified from all your exams.
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You must not take into the exam room any unauthorised material, including:

a) notes;

b) earphones or earbuds (e.g. AirPods), mobile phones, MP3/4 players or similar devices, smart devices, smart
glasses, tablets (e.g. iPads or iPods);

c) awatch.

Any pencil cases taken into the exam room must be see-through.

Remember: possession of unauthorised material is breaking the rules, even if you do not intend to use

it, and you will be subject to sanctions and possible disqualification.

Do not use correcting pens, fluid or tape, erasable pens, highlighters or gel pens in your answers.
